Following points are emerged from the experience of

conducting the Declamation Contests

. Sufficient time are required to be given for the organisation of
Declamation Contest at Block, District, State & National Level for
ensuring quality of the programme.

. Proper scrutiny & verification of documents of participants at
Block, District & State at National level be ensured well in
advance.

. Proper advertisement & wide circulation of the notice for
organization of Declamation Contest should be ensured at all
levels well in advance.

. People’s Representatives viz. Hon'ble Ministers, Hon’ble Member
of Parliament, MLAs, MLCs must be informed about the
programme and invited well in advance .

. As far as possible the contestants should wear their traditional

dress of the respective region/State.

. The State Directors, NYKS should ensure that detailed reports are

submitted within the stipulated time with photograph, video &
press clippings as per guidelines so that Nation level report are
compiled & submitted in time.

. Since the Declamation Contest is gaining popularity and is one of
the most popular programme of NYKS, the Declamation Contest
should be organised in befitting manner at all levels and
Governors, Hon’ble Ministers, eminent scholars & personalities

may be invited in the programme to address the contestants.
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. The national level Prize winner & contestants should be involved
in popularization of flagship of programme of Govt. and in
Leadership Development programme. They should also be given
opportunity to work in social and financial inclusion projects for
welfare of community.

. The winners at District, State & National level may be given
opportunity to act as resource person in programmes & activities
of NYKS.
