BACKGROUND

on the occasion of the 140t birth Anniversary of Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel. Subsequently, the
Finance Minister announced the initiative in his Budget Speech for 2016-17. Through this
innovative measure, the knowledge of the culture, traditions and practices of different States &
UTs would lead to an enhanced understanding and bonding between the States, thereby

strengthening the unity and integrity of India.

OBJECTIVES

To celebrate the unity in Diversity of our Nation and to maintain and strengthen the fabric

of traditionally existing emotional bonds between the people of our country.

e To promote the spirit of National Integration through a deep and structured engagement
between all Indian States & Union Territories through a yearlong planned engagement

between States.

e To showcase the rich heritage and culture, customs and traditions of either state for enabling
people to understand and appreciate the diversity that is India, thus fostering a sense of

common identity.

e To establish long term engagement and to create an environment which, promote learning

between States by sharing best practices & experiences.
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Key Theme of Ek Bharat Shreshtha Bharat:

e To celebrate the idea of India as a nation wherein different cultural units across varied
geographic coalesce and interact with each other, this glorious manifestation of diverse
cuisine, music, dance, theatre, movies & films, handicrafts, sports, literature, festivals,
painting, sculpture etc was enabled people to imbibe the innate chord of binding and
brotherhood.

e To make our people aware about the seamless integral hull of the Modern Indian State
spread across a landmass of 32 lakh sq. km, on whose firm foundations, the geo-political
strength of the country is ensured benefitting one and all.

e To impress upon people at large about the increasing inter-connectedness between
constituents of various cultural & economic zones which is so vital for the spirit of nation
building.

e To induce a sense of responsibility & ownership for the nation as a whole through these
close cross- cultural interactions as it intends to build up the inter- dependence matrix
unequivocally.

e To further promote inter-state travel for boosting business activities of various hues.

e To create a learning ecosystem between the various stakeholders of the partnering states so
that they benefit from the best practices of one another by establishing a State to State

Connect.

In the above background and fulfilling the objectives of Ek Bharat Shreshtha Bharat Nehru
Yuva Kendra Sangathan, Department of Youth Affairs, MoYAS had conducted the Inter
State Youth Exchange Programme (Ek Bharat Shreshtha Bharat) for the year 2018-19 in 30
places (paired States).
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SIGNIFICANT SUBJECTS COVERED DURING THE PROGRAMME

1. Padyatra to commemorate 150th Birth Anniversary of Mahatma Gandhi

Padyatra/ Awareness Rally & Costume Parade were organised in 20 States to commemorate
the 150t Birth Anniversary of Mahatma Gandhi as one of the activity under Ek Bharat
Shrestha Bharat Programme. During these yatras, awareness to be generated about
Gandhi’s teachings, drug abuse, social evils like dowry, female foeticide and other social
evils etc alongwith creating awareness on Government Programme. All the Padyatra’s were
flagged off by the public representative or govt. officials/ eminent dignitaries. It covered at
least a distance of 5 Km at each venue. During the padyatra all the 100 participants (50 from
host state and 50 from paired state) took active participation in the padyatra besides the
participants, local Youths and youth club members were also motivated to join Padyatra
organised under Ek Bharat Shrestha Bharat. The principal objective of the programme is to
undertake Padyatra by the youth and the programme envisaged under Ek Bharat Shrestha
Bharat (EBSB) so as to achieve the twin objective of Youth Led Promotion of National
Integration, Unity in Diversity, Brotherhood and understanding of Life and Work of
Mahatma Gandhi among all. The Padyatra/Awareness Rally/Cultural Rally were
organised in Punjab, Himachal Pradesh, Jharkhand, Delhi, Madhya Pradesh, Karnataka,
Uttar Pradesh, Tamil Nadu, Dadra & Nagar Haveli, Haryana, Gujarat, Bihar, Manipur,
Rajasthan, Andhra Pradesh, Tripura, Daman, Goa, Chandigarh and Uttarakhand. The 150t
Birth Anniversary of Mahatma Gandhi was also branded while conducting Core
Programmes, Special = Programmes and Coordination Activities through display of

Banners, Quotes of Gandhiji, etc.

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2. Swachhta programme

Swachhta programmes were also organised during the Interstate Youth Exchange
Programme (Ek Bharat Shrestha Bharat).

VENUE WISE DETAILS OF PROGRAMME

1. Telangana and Haryana (w.e.f 15th Sept 2018 to 29th Sept 2018) at Rangareddy (Telangana)

Nehru Yuva Kendra, Rangareddy, Telangana organised the Inter State Youth Exchange
Programme (Ek Bharat Shrestha Bharat) at Youth Hostel Secunderabad, Hyderabad w.e.f.
15t Sept 2018 to 29th Sept 2018. The programme was inaugurated on 16t Sept 2018.

Sh. Bandaru Dattatreya, Hon'ble Member of Parliament, Lok Sabha was the Chief Guest in
the inaugural function. Sh. Abdul Azeem, State Director, Youth Services, Govt. of Telangana

presided over the inaugural function and blessed the youth for their future endeavours.

Sh. Bandaru Dattatreya, Hon'ble MP inaugurating the programme

Hon’ble Member of Parliament while addressing the participating youth stressed upon the
importance of National Integration and exhorted youth of Telangana and Haryana States to
learn the languages of Telugu and Hindi simultaneously.
