INTRODUCTION 

The Youth are vibrant and major human resources for strengthening democracy and 

development, and thus key agents for social and economic transformation of a 

country. There is a need for larger Youth involvement and participation in the socio-

economic, cultural and political environment of the country and its development 

process. 

The role and responsibility of the youth in Kashmir Valley is tremendous. They are 

the pride of the nation and considered as the real assets. They have innovative ideas 

and opinions. They have the capacities and capabilities of bringing positive changes 

in the working system of the State. However, in the present scenario, what they need 

is right directions that help them to identify their strength and understand the vision 

they hold for the State of Jammu and Kashmir and their motherland – the India.  

The fragile socio-political landscape, affected by continuing violent conflict and 

instability has created a deep sense of uncertainty amongst the local population, 

particularly the youth. Kashmiri youth have grown up in this adverse environment 

and have faced tremendous stress.  Kashmiri Youth Exchange Programme thus 

aimed to fight the feeling of desperation, anger and helplessness which is largely 

prevalent among them. 

Kashmir Valley is facing multifarious problems due to sponsored terrorism and the 

youth’s diversion from right path due to a variety of reasons. One of the major 

reasons behind youth getting involved in radical activities is the lack of access to 

various opportunities for their overall development.  

What has now become increasingly important is to provide safe spaces to youth, 

mobilize, organize and channelize their energies towards their mainstreaming and 

partnership in Nation Building activities.  
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Government is taking several important measures for development process and 

peace initiatives in Kashmir Region. 

The Kashmiri Youth Exchange Programme was visualized with an understanding 

that rural youth are highly receptive and impressionable and this is the time when 

love, care and self-experience together can create a good impact on their personality. 

Acculturation and socialization, the two main sociological and psychological 

processes through which youth learn and experiences were given utmost 

importance. Youth not only interacts amongst themselves but also with other fellow 

citizens and develop a sense of belongingness to the country.  

 

OBJECTIVES 

• To orient and sensitize participants to act as proponents of national unity, integrity and 

peace among the young people in Kashmir Valley.  

• To provide opportunities to the participants to visit different places of cultural, 

industrial, historical, religious and educational interest in the country.   

• To help the participants develop an appreciative knowledge so that they understand 

their surroundings, misconceptions, gaps and situations as that are prevailing in 

Kashmir Valley.  

• To share the information on tourism, cuisine, culture and handicrafts and other products 

of Kashmir Valley.  

• To provide opportunity to understand, appreciate and compare each other 

understandings on socio-cultural, religious-political, economic as well as environmental 

situation. 

• To provide information and knowledge on constitution of India, duties and 

responsibility of citizen, National Integration, Patriotism and Nation Development. 

 

• To expose Kashmiri youth to the technological and industrial advancement that have 

taken place in different states of the country with focus on various developmental 

activities, skill development, educational & employment opportunities available there 
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PROFILE OF PARTICIPANTS & METHODOLOGY 

Profile of the participants 

• Youth in the age group of 18-22 years from NYKS Youth Clubs were selected for 

participation in this programme from 6 selected districts of Kashmir Valley.   

• From each of the six selected districts viz. Anantnag, Kupwara, Baramulla, 

Budgam, Srinagar and Pulwama of Kashmir Valley  200 participants were selected 

along with 20 team leaders.   

 

Methodology 

The Kashmiri Youth Exchange programme was organized at Ten Venues.  The 

venues were Kolkata (West Bengal), Pondicherry, Chennai (Tamil Nadu), 

Bhubaneshwar (Odisha), Mumbai (Maharashtra), Bangalore (Karnataka), 

Gandhinagar (Gujarat), Hyderabad (Telangana), Bhopal (Madhya Pradesh) and 

Ernakulam (Kerala).   

 

The programme was organised by the concerned District Youth Coordinators, NYKs 

with the support and guidance of concerned State Director, NYKS in above 

mentioned 10 venues. 

 

Sufficient numbers of the participants along with reserve list were selected by 

concerned District Youth Coordinators of selected 6 districts of Kashmir Valley to 

factor in last minute drop out of the participants. 

 

• 200 youth who were enthusiastic, healthy and willing to participate in KYEP were 

selected by concerned District Youth Coordinator, NYKs from each 6 district of 

Kashmir Valley in the age group of 18-22 years. Before selection their credentials 

were verified by concerned DYCs, SDs and District Administration. In a batch of 20 

youth, 02 team leaders were deputed.  The participants were selected from the Youth 

Clubs from 6 district NYKs of Kashmir Valley mentioned above.   
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• During the 6 days of Kashmiri Youth Exchange Programme, Seminar, Panel 

Discussions, Lecture Series, Skill Development, Industry visit, Exhibition of artefacts 

and local products of Kashmir valley, food festival, sharing of best practices, culture 

and customs, Language Learning, Career Guidance, Patriotism and nation building 

programme, Cultural Programmes etc, were organized. Apart from that, the 

participants were also given opportunity to visit places of higher learning 

(educational institutions), Places of Historical and cultural importance of the host 

state.  Interactive sessions with dignitaries and eminent personalities added values 

to this programme.   

A total of 1141 Participants with 114 Team Leaders participated in the programme 

from 6 districts of Kashmir Valley.

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THE PROGRAMME 

At the instance of Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports and Ministry of Home Affairs, Govt. of 

India, Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan (NYKS) has collaborated with Department of Jammu & 

Kashmir Affairs, Ministry of Home Affairs, Govt. of India for organization of Kashmiri Youth 

Exchange Programme in the year 2018-19. 

 

A group of 120 youth and 12 team leaders were selected from the six districts viz. Anantnag, 

Kupwara, Baramulla, Badgam, Srinagar and Pulwama were taken for exposure visit to each of 10 

venues in the country viz. Kolkata (West Bengal), Pondicherry, Chennai (Tamil Nadu), 

Bhubaneswar (Odisha), Mumbai (Maharashtra), Bangalore (Karnataka), Gandhinagar (Gujarat), 

Hyderabad (Telangana), Bhopal (Madhya Pradesh) and Ernakulam (Kerala). 

 

The pilot programme was aimed to provide safe space to Kashmiri Youth, mobilize, organize and 

channelize their energies towards mainstreaming and partnership in nation building activities 

and to orient and sensitize them to act as proponent of national unity, integrity and peace and to 

provide opportunity for visit to technological and industrial advancement that had taken place in 

various places of the country. 

 

It was also to develop and appreciate knowledge so that they understand their surroundings, 

misconceptions, gaps and situations as that are prevailing in Kashmir Valley as well as to provide 

information and knowledge on Constitution of India, National Integration, Patriotism and Nation 

Development. 

 

The programme and activities included putting exhibitions of artifacts and local products of 

Kashmir Valley, food festival, sharing of best practices, culture and customs, language learning, 

sessions on National Flagship Programme of Govt, Development of Tourism, Financial Inclusion 

Programme of Govt., Field Visit to important places and Cultural Presentations etc.

• Shri O.P. Kohli, Hon’ble Govenor, Gujarat:- “This kind of visit to other state would 

orient & sensitize the participants towards the strengthening of unity of integrity & peace 

among the youths of J&K state and also enable the participants to interact with people and 

acquaint themselves with the social, educational and development activities of the state”.

The sessions were very helpful in enhancing their knowledge about Indian 

Democracy, PM Flagship programmes, Indian freedom struggle and various career and 

employment opportunities, cuisines and handicrafts of other states, skill development etc.  

• Participants also added that it is not the violence of few but the silence of the majority that 

hinders development in their area so they have now decided to stand up and speak for 

peace & development. 

• The Participant assured that they will be the ambassador of peace, love and development. 

• Participants got an opportunity through this programme to compare the socio-economic 

situations in other parts of the country and the role of youth in development. The 

participants also took pledge to sincerely work for development & peace in Kashmir. 

• The Kashmiri Youth got opportunity to present their culture, custom and tradition before 

the people of other parts of our country and learnt from each other about national 

integration, peace, fraternity and brotherhood besides endeavouring for participating in 

development processes. 

• The Visiting Kashmiri youth were extremely happy to show case their handicrafts, which 

included shawls, paper mache, woodwork, dry fruits like walnuts, almonds, apricots 

&local saffron, Kashmiri dresses and dishes. People appreciated the Kashmiri products & 

culture and expressed that a bond of friendship & fraternity have been developed. 

• The participating Kashmiri youth were highly motivated with the hospitality and positive 

attitude of the people of host states and their admiration for people of Kashmir & its scenic 

beauty. 

• The youth got experience not only in the 6 days’ camps but also got vivid experiences right 

from starting their journey from their home in Kashmir Valley to Jammu by road, from 

Jammu to various places of country by train traversing many states & UTs of the country, 

experiencing lifestyle, costumes, language, topography, varied weather, food habits, 

culture etc. which made them imbibe the essence of unity in diversity & national 

integration character of our country. 

• The Kashmiri youth participants got orientation in Disaster Management, leadership 

development, & communication skills etc. They were provided opportunity to visit 

historical places, monuments and institutes of national importance. They also got 

opportunity to take part in food festival and exhibition and to showcase the cuisines of 

Kashmir & Kashmiri handicrafts & products to various parts of country. 

The participants got insight into the process of development and they were inspired & 

motivated to participate in the development process in Kashmir valley.
